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INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE OF YOUR

JOJO PUMP

Basic maintenance and repair tips

OBSERVE THE FOLLOWING STEPS DURING
INSTALLATION

1 The suction side of the pump should be below the water
level of the tank.

2 The bottom ball valve should be open and the top ball
valve should be closed.

3 Insert the plug into the main power supply and switch on
the pump.

4 Open the top valve and the pump will start and stop
automatically dependent on the feedback from the
pressure switch.

5 NOTE: In the event of the pump running dry it will stop
after 20 seconds. (This is a built in safety system to
protect the pump). You will be required to press the reset
button to re-activate the pressure switch.

6 IMPORTANT: The pump must run at least once a week, to
stop the impeller from getting stuck (this is normally
caused by dirt in the water).

If steps 1-6 does not occur as mentioned above, the
pump has to be cleaned (refer to page 2 for detailed

cleaning instructions).
